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Step # 1 Installing the Nozzle

1 - Choose a nozzle from the tree of nozzles. 2 - Insert the Rain Bird winged screwdriver into the slot on the right side of the
head. 3 -Turn it one half turn and pull the cylinder up and out from the casing. If you let the cylinder go, you will have to start
over. 4 - Insert the nozzle into the hole for the nozzle. 5 - Release the cylinder. 6 - Put the screwdriver into the tip of the arrow

on the top of head, (you will feel it grip a slotted screw). 7 - Turn it 4-5 complete turns clock wise. The nozzle is installed. 8 - Put
the nozzle identification tab in right behind where you screwed the nozzle down.
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Step # 2 Setting the Head

Screw the head clock-wise onto the 34” spiral barbed elbow that is
attached to the swing pipe until it is tight. Note: There is no need to
use Teflon tape or pipe dope on the spiral barbed elbow.
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idjust it’s orientation to fit your landscape. To do this,continue

Adjusting Distance

Once the head is in the ground and you have your left and right limits set all that is left is distance adjustment.Turn the zone
on. Insert the screwdriver into the radius reduction screw where you screwed down the nozzle. Turn clockwise to shorten or
counter clockwise to lengthen. Be careful not to unscrew it all the way out or the water will blow the nozzle out of the head.
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
